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TOPIC 
South Anchorage Substation – Transformer Bid Award 
 
DISCUSSION 
Construction for the new South Anchorage Substation is scheduled to begin in late summer, 
2004. Major equipment items have to be procured now to assure timely availability.  
 
Two 100 MVA transformers 138/34.5kV are required for operation of the new South Anchorage 
Substation. We solicited competitive bids and received offers from ten manufacturers. All bids 
have been evaluated in accordance with the bid documents.  The evaluated amount includes the 
initial price quoted in the bid, life cycle costs for losses, oil installation costs, and late delivery 
penalties.  The addition of a cost for losses allows each transformer to be economically evaluated 
for its efficiency.  More efficient transformers have less losses and are therefore less expensive to 
operate.  The cost for oil installation is added to account for the varying amounts of oil added 
after delivery.  A late penalty is assessed for each transformer for every week the quoted delivery 
date exceeds the requested delivery date. Adherence to contract terms and specifications has 
been reviewed for the three lowest evaluated bids. 
   
Smit, represented by Hees Enterprises, submitted the evaluated low bids with their Options 1 and 
2. Option 1 represents transformers with lower losses than Option 2. This results in the lowest 
overall evaluated costs for Option 1.
